
DynamO Theatre - Thrice upon a time…

TECHNICAL SHEET

TYPE OF PRODUCTION : Theatre of acrobatic movement
TYPE OF PERFORMANCE VENUE : Theatre, auditorium
RUNNING TIME : 55 minutes
TOURING PERSONNEL : 3 performers, 1 musician, 2 technicians

THE PRESENTER HEREBY UNDERTAKES AND AGREES AS FOLLOWS:

l. To ensure that one person is on hand and responsible from the time the company
arrives to the moment it leaves.

2. To provide a clean, solid and leveled stage of a minimum dimension of 32’
(9.75 m) wide by 26' (8 m) deep and 16' (4.8 m) high (overhead clearance).

3. To provide six (6) stage-hands to unload and load as well as set up and strike the set. The
company needs one (1) sound technician, two (2) lighting technicians  and three (3) stage
hands for the set. (See set-up schedule)

4. To schedule a minimum of 8 (eight) hours (depending on the type of venue and the
technical crew provided) before the performance to load-out the truck, build the set, focus
the lights, set the light and sound levels. To provide an additional period of one (1)
hour for the warm-up of the performers prior to each performance.

5. To schedule a period of 2 (two) hours following the last performance to strike and load
the set in the truck. Please advise us if access to the stage is easy.

6. To provide the sound and lighting equipment (see attached lighting list and plot)

7.  To provided one prop table (3’ x 3’ or 1m x 1m).

8. To provide clean heated dressing rooms near the stage area for 6 persons. They must be
equipped with running water, toilets, showers, chairs and mirrors.

8. To provide bottled water (2 litres per person) and non-alcoholic cold beverages.

9. To provide one bag of ice cubes (in case of injury) immediately accessible backstage
during all performances.

10. To provide parking space for one truck and one car.

11. To provide the performance venue and stage plans at the signature of the contract (i.e. at
least 12 weeks before performance).



TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS

Lighting

The company has a Strand series 300 lighting board. It uses the DMX signal protocol and has
a universal interface.
The company provides all gels for the lights.
The spotlights are provided by the venue (see lighting plot)
Note: A pre-hanging can be requested if the set-up and the performance are on the same day.

Sound

The is a musician-percussionist on stage during the performance.
The company has a Yamaha 01V digital soundboard.

Sound equipment provided by the venue

1 monitor stage right:
4 condenser microphones, two of which are hung and two are on stands (1 small and 1 tall)
For large halls, 2 microphones near the ceiling will be needed to amplify voices.

Stage Management

The stage management must be set up in the hall, in a location that will make it possible to run
then show.
The company stage manager will operate the CD players and the light and sound boards.
A communication system needs to be set up between the stage management and backstage.

2 borders
3 set of legs (see attached plans)
1 backdrop curtain

Unloading

Some of the pieces of the set are 12’ (3.65m) by 2’ (0.6m).  However they can be
disassembled. Le largest piece of the set is 4’ 6” (1.37m) by 9’ (2.75m). If there is no loading
dock or easy access to the stage, there needs to be one (1) additional hour for the unloading
the set. With an adequate access, only thirty minutes are needed.

Mark the set, the trim and the instruments 1 tech: head electr.
9:30 a.m. Run cables for microphones and communications

(clearcom and/or cue lights)
1 tech: head electr.

Hang lights and run cables 2 techs: 2 electr.
Hang the set track, the curtains for the trim and rig
points

3 techs: 3 stage hands

11:00 a.m. Break
11:15 a.m. Put up the set (hang the cyclo before lunch) 3 techs; 3 stage hands

Set up booms and circuits on stage 2 techs: 2 electr.
Set up the stage management booth (sound and
lighting)

1 tech: 1 sound tech.

1:00 p.m. Lunch End of call of 2 stage hands
2:00 p.m. Focus stage lights 2 techs: 2 electr.

Assemble the percussion instruments 1 tech: 1 sound tech.
Set up set elements 1 tech: 1 stage hand

3:00 p.m. Focus FOH lights 2 techs: 2 electr.
Set the ground cloth and percussion instruments 2 techs: 1 stage hand/1

sound tech.
3:30 p.m. Focus lights on stage and in the set 2 techs:  2 electr.

Set up backstage lights, clearcom and or cue lights 1 tech: 1 stage hand
Sound tests, percussion microphone 1 tech: 1 sound tech.

4:00 p.m. Break End of call for 1 electr.
4:15 p.m. Lighting levels 1 tech: 1 electr.

Clean up stage and backstage 2 techs: 1 stage hand/ 1
sound tech.

5:30 p.m. Sound levels 1 tech: 1 sound tech.
Clean up stage and backstage 2 techs: 1 stage hand/ 1

electr.
6:00 p.m. End of day
